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1 Project background and objectives

Through a partnership approach, this project has developed a series of mobile phone games
designed to communicate messages regarding HIV and AIDS. The main messages that the
games communicate are:-

The importance of condom use
A number of other messages®

The objectives of this project are to measure the impact that use of the games has on the users’
awareness of these message and attitudes towards them.

2 Our approach

The approach will take the form of a test and control sample of individuals within the target market.
The test sample will comprise those individuals who will receive the games (for free) after the
baseline stage whereas the control group will comprise those individuals who will not receive the
games after the baseline. Both the test and control group respondents will have similar
characteristics except for the fact that the latter will not receive the intervention. At the baseline
stage, they will be asked questions regarding awareness and attitudes towards HIV / AIDS. At the
end-line stage, a further interview will be conducted with the same individuals to ascertain any
changes. A comparison of changes within the control sample and the test sample will be
conducted to ascertain any impact. Random allocation will be used to assign individuals to the
test and control samples, thus strengthening the findings of the study.

2.1Sample target group and size

The target group will comprise youth between the ages of 12 and 18 who have mobile phones of a
brand that are compliant with using the games?. These will be randomly selected from the Nairobi
area. A total sample of 250 interviews will be conducted with those ages 12 to 18 at the baseline
stage; 125 female and 125 male so as to cater for the female oriented game and the male oriented
game respectively. From this we expect some fall off at the end-line stage sample size (some may
not be contactable or refuse to be interviewed again). When analysing, weights will be applied so
that they are in their proportions within the population (although the age and gender structure of
those with relevant phones is not known, we will use the age and gender structure of the
population as a whole to conduct this analysis).

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2.2Project stages
The following will be the main stages in the project

1. Questionnaire design and testing on a few individuals within the target market

2. Random selection of households (we will sample a much larger proportion of households
than 250)

3. Screening at the household to determine if there is a respondent who is in the target
market

4. Random assignment to either the control or the test group

5. Completion of baseline questionnaire

6. Gap of 6 — 8 weeks

7. Revisiting the same respondents and completing the endline part of the questionnaire

8. Data editing, entry and processing

9. Production of data and tabulations

10. Preparation of a report in PowerPoint format

2.3Questionnaire

The questionnaire will comprise a series of statements to which the respondent will be asked to
agree or disagree, demographic questions and up to 5 questions regarding their feedback on the
games themselves (test sample). This latter optional section will be asked at phase | only, and
can be used to improve the games if this is an option.

The questionnaire will comprise 50 closed ended and 2 open ended questions in total, including
demographic information.

Before the test sample questionnaire, respondents will be asked for their phones and the
interviewer assists them in downloading the games after which if successful the interview will
proceed. Atthe end of the interview they will then be asked to try out the game for a few weeks
and that the interviewer will come back to get feedback when the 6 t0 8 week duration is over.

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Appendix One: — Terms of Business

Research International Limited terms of business

Title in the Secondary Records and the Report shall be passed to the Client on
payment in full of all fees due.

Unless otherwise stated, the Quotation is calculated on the assumption that data collection shall
commence within one month from the formation of the Contract. In the event that either period shall be
exceeded, for any reason whatsoever, the Company reserves the right to adjust the Quotation accordingly.

The last Quotation issued by the Company in respect of the relevant Proposal is the one that will fix the level of
fees payable to the Company. The fees will be invoiced in 3 instalments as follows: 50% on creation of the
Contract, 40% on the commencement of collection of data by the Company, and 10% on submission of the
Report or completion of the services referred to in the Proposal, unless otherwise stated in the Proposal. All
payments shall be due within 14 days of the date of invoice.

The Company reserves the right to charge interest at a monthly rate of 2% on overdue payments, calculated on
a daily basis, and to suspend implementation of the Proposal until payment is made.

The Quotation is exclusive of VAT or any appropriate local sales taxes, which shall be chargeable at the then
current rate to the Client in the relevant currency. The Quotation and fees are exclusive of any other applicable
taxes, including withholding taxes. In the event of any such taxes being payable, the Quotation and fees shall
be adjusted upwards accordingly in order to reflect the amount which would have been payable to the
Company had any sums not been payable or withheld in respect of such taxes.

If, at any time, the Client requests that any aspect of the project set out in the Proposal (including timing) be
changed, the Company reserves the right to adjust the Quotation.

If the Company has based the Quotation upon information provided by or on behalf of the Client, which is
subsequently shown to be incorrect or incomplete or if the Client's original brief is inappropriate, the Company
reserves the right to adjust the Quotation accordingly at any time to charge any resulting additional costs to the
Client.

Unless expressly stated otherwise in the Proposal the Quotation is in UK sterling. For projects involving
currencies other than sterling, the Quotation is subject to exchange rate movements prior to formation of the
Contract and up to one banking day thereafter at which time the Company normally obtains forward cover.
Should delay or other factors frustrate this procedure and involve the Company in additional cost not envisaged
at the time of formation of the Contract, the Company reserves the right to pass on the extra cost to the Client.

The Company reserves the right either to adjust the Quotation at any time to charge for additional unforeseen
costs incurred as a result of matters beyond its control (such as statutory amendments to rates of pay, taxes
